Without 

knowing what would be considered within the spectrum of normal, SLPs may not 

address therapy as effectively as possible. They may overestimate or underestimate 

what aging adults are capable of doing. Yet, medically based SLPs must evaluate 

patients and typically make treatment decisions quickly.
